COURSES, SPEECHES, PUBLICATIONS, JUDICIAL OPINIONS, AND PROJECTS
1. Teaching.
Sullivan currently teaches the following courses at the Indiana University Robert H. McKinney School of Law:
Advanced Sales. This course examines the legal rules applicable to sales in four settings:
(1) the sale of goods, (2) the leasing of goods, (3) the international sales of goods, and (4) the sale of real estate; and then compares these four sales “systems” with each other, studying where their rules correspond and where they differ.
Closely Held Business Organizations. This course canvasses the formation, financing, and governance of closely held business organizations – partnerships, closely held corporations, and limited liability entities (including LLCs) – and the application to them of agency and fiduciary principles. The course also considers (1) what proprietors of closely held business organizations (clients) expect of their lawyers, (2) ethical considerations for lawyers assisting closely held busi- ness organizations, and (3) law firms as closely held business organizations.
Constitutional Law. Sullivan is teaching this course for the first time in the Fall Semester of 2024. The 4.0 credit course, which is the conventional introductory course in Constitutional Law, is being taught in a “hybrid” format to a cadre of approximately 65 part-time law students. The format consists of two 70-minute in-person classes and three 20-minute video presentations each

week. The videos consist of a review and set of takeaways from the two in-person classes; a biog- raphy on a major figure in American Constitutional Law; and a detailed review of the results a 12- question multiple choice quiz assigned on the previous week’s work.
Contracts & Sales II. This is the second semester of the conventional first year contracts course. Principal topics covered include remedies, contract meaning (especially the parol evidence rule), ethical responsibilities of lawyers in negotiating and litigating contracts, contract perfor- mance and non-performance, excuse of conditions and discharge of obligations, common contract clauses, and non-party contract rights. (I have also taught this 3.0 credit course in a 2.0 credit format at the Indiana University Maurer School of Law.)
Law and the Administration of Justice. This course reviews selected decisions of the Indi- ana Supreme Court rendered while Sullivan was a Justice and work the Court did in trying to im- prove the administration of justice during his tenure. Time is also spent on a few selected topics of legal history and international law.
Secured Transactions. This course studies the rights and obligations of a person who is owed money (a “creditor”) to recover if the person who owes the money (a “debtor”) cannot pay, including how state law secures creditors’ transactions, giving certain creditors special rights to recover from their debtors who cannot pay and priority to recover relative the debtors’ other cred- itors. The course also considers Indiana debtor-creditor law, and how bankruptcy law affects the creditor-debtor and creditor-creditor relationships.
Securities Regulation. This course examines the law governing the sale of stock and other securities and the obligations of companies whose stock is sold in the stock market. It includes a detailed examination of the Securities Act of 1933 and the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, stat- utes originally enacted as part of the New Deal’s response to the Great Depression that have been amended through the years to deal with corporate takeovers and, more recently, corporate scandals. This course is taught online in an asynchronous format.
U.S. Constitutional Law for LLM Students. This course is designed especially for lawyers from outside the United States who have come to study in the LLM program at the Robert H. McKinney School of Law. It studies provisions of the Constitution dealing with Separation of Pow- ers, Federalism, and Individual Rights with emphasis on the Due Process and Equal Protection Clauses.
Sullivan has been recognized for his teaching. In both 2016 and 2023, he received a Trus- tees’ Teaching award from IUPUI. The Law School’s students awarded him their “Red Cane” as the “most outstanding professor” of the 2013-2014 academic years who had been with the law school three years or less and their “Black Cane” as the most outstanding professor of the 2014- 2015, 2017-2018, and 2023-24 academic years.
Sullivan has taught as an adjunct professor at the Indiana University Maurer School of Law in the Spring Semesters of 2022 and 2023. In the former, he taught a version of his Closely Held Business Organizations course under the name “Business Planning”; in the latter, as noted above, a version of his Advanced Sales course under the name “Sales.”
Sullivan has taught a webinar in 2022 on Mergers and Acquisitions and a short course online in 2023 on the International Sale of Goods to Polish, Ukrainian, and Azerbaijani lawyers under the auspices of the Center for American Studies, Warsaw, Poland.
Sullivan has taught the equivalent of 1.0 credit courses in Mergers & Acquisitions in the fall of 2020 and 2023 and International Business Transactions in the spring of 2021, online to stu- dents at the Pázmány Péter Catholic University in Budapest, Hungary.
In June, 2016, Sullivan taught a week-long course entitled “The Art of Judging” in the

Indiana Judicial Center’s Graduate Program for Judges, an advanced study program for select In- diana trial judges.
Prior to assuming his current position, Sullivan was an Adjunct Professor at the Law School during 2007, 2008, and 2009, where he taught “Legal Aspects of Government Finance” with Prof. Cynthia Baker. The course examined the legal aspects of financing major state and local govern- ment construction projects, including tax, securities, administrative, and creditors’ rights law.
Sullivan was also an Adjunct Professor at Martin University in Indianapolis during the 2011-12 academic year, teaching courses to undergraduates on the history of the U.S. Supreme Court and criminal procedure.
Sullivan has also been a guest lecturer for a number of law school classes, including: (1) Seminar on “Children & the Law in Modern America,” Indiana University Maurer School of Law – Bloomington (2011, 2009, 2008, 2005, and 2003) (Prof. Michael Grossberg); (2) “Insurance Law,” Indiana University School of Law – Indianapolis (2009 and 2008) (Prof. Judith Wright); and
(3) “Contract, Tort, and Economic Loss” on two occasions: Tulane University School of Law Sum- mer Program, Spetsis, Greece (2007) (Prof. Marc Amy) and University of St. Thomas School of Law, Minneapolis (2011) (Dean Thomas Mengler). He regularly delivers a guest lecture for Pro- fessor Shana Stump’s “Gender and the Law” course in the Department of Political Science, IUPUI School of Liberal Arts.
2. Lectures and Speeches.
Sullivan is a frequent speaker on topics related to the courses he teaches. While on the Court, he frequently spoke about operation of the juvenile justice system, improving court technol- ogy and automation, and the work of courts in general. He is also a regular participant in law school activities, including the judging of student moot court competitions. Several principal speeches are listed on Exhibit A below.
3. Books, Thesis, Articles, etc.:
Sullivan, with Nicholas L. Georgakopoulos, is the author of FIVE-FOUR: DISSECTING TIGHTLY SPLIT SUPREME COURT DECISIONS (2024).
He is also the author of A HISTORY OF THE ABA APPELLATE JUDGES CONFERENCE (2014),
an LL.M. thesis, and the articles and other materials listed on Exhibit B below.
4. Judicial Opinions.
While a member of the Indiana Supreme Court, Sullivan authored approximately 500 ma- jority opinions and 150 concurring or dissenting opinions, several of which have been selected for publication in law school casebooks. A number of his principal majority opinions are listed on Exhibit C below.
5. Judicial Technology and Automation Project.
While a member of the Indiana Supreme Court, Sullivan chaired the Court’s Judicial Tech- nology and Automation Committee. Its work to improve computerization for Indiana trial courts and clerks has produced remarkable productivity and public safety benefits.
Described by former Chief Justice Randall T. Shepard as the largest undertaking in the history of the Indiana judiciary, the most ambitious part of this project was to equip all Indiana courts and clerks with a 21st century computer system called “Odyssey” to manage cases – and connect each court’s system with each other’s and with law enforcement, state agencies, and the public. Installation was completed in December, 2021. “Odyssey” itself is a leading national case management system with special Indiana features for clerks’ financial duties and probation offic- ers’ caseloads. The rights to install it in all Indiana courts were acquired June 1, 2007, after a

competitive procurement involving judges, clerks, and IT professionals from throughout the state. (The Supreme Court began this project in 2002 but its relationship with the vendor collapsed in 2005. The vendor paid the Court to terminate the contract.)
The Supreme Court’s technology section also works closely with law enforcement and state agencies using another computer application called “INcite” to exchange certain critical data electronically between courts and clerks and law enforcement, state agencies, and others, including
(1) traffic infraction data (from courts to BMV); (2) domestic violence protection orders (from courts to local police and state Protection Order Registry); (3) juvenile delinquency case data (from juvenile probation officers to Department of Child Services); (4) tax warrant data (from Indiana Department of Revenue to clerks); (5) electronic traffic citations and warnings using scanners (from Indiana State Police and several hundred other police and sheriff departments to Odyssey, other trial court case management systems, and a state data repository); (6) mental health adjudication information (from courts to the FBI national criminal background check system); (7) marriage li- cense data (from clerks to Indiana Department of Health); (8) adult and juvenile offender risk as- sessments (shared by court, probation, community correction, and DOC personnel); and (9) court statistical data.
6. Encouraging Racial and Ethnic Diversity in the Legal Profession.
Sullivan has been a strong supporter of the Indiana Supreme Court’s many diversity initi- atives, including the Indiana Conference for Legal Education Opportunity (ICLEO), the first state program in the nation to assist minority, low-income, and educationally disadvantaged college graduates pursue law degrees; projects to improve access to Indiana courts for persons who do not speak or have a limited understanding of English; and a comprehensive jury pool master list for all Indiana courts that, because it includes persons from groups often omitted from prior jury pool lists, has increased the diversity of jury pools. Half of Sullivan’s law clerks during his tenure on the Court were minority lawyers.
Sullivan has been a leader of the ABA’s Judicial Clerkship Program that encourages mi- nority law students to seek judicial clerkships since its inception in 2001, including four years (2002-2005) as its co-chair. He has also served as the ABA Judicial Division’s liaison to the ABA Commission on Racial and Ethnic Diversity in the Profession.
Sullivan received the ABA Section of Litigation 2010 Diversity Leadership Award that recognizes “those individuals or entities who have demonstrated a commitment to promoting full and equal participation in the legal profession through the encouragement and inclusion of women, minorities, persons with disabilities and/or differing sexual orientations and gender identities.” He was also honored by the Indiana State Bar Association’s 2002 Rabb Emison Award for his “signif- icant contribution made in advancing opportunities for minority lawyers in legal employment and the legal profession.”
Sullivan was the co-chair of the McKinney Law School’s Diversity and Inclusion Com- mittee from 2019-2022, during which time it completed work on a Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion Strategic Plan for the Law School, approved by the Faculty in 2022.
7. Amendments to the Uniform Commercial Code (2022).
Sullivan was a member of the Joint Drafting Committee of the Uniform Law Commission (ULC) and American Law Institute (ALI) for the 2022 Amendments to the Uniform Commercial Code (UCC). (The UCC is a joint project of the ULC and the ALI. Recognizing that drafting a combined commercial code was a massive undertaking, the ULC invited ALI to participate in the codification project, and the ALI board accepted the invitation in 1942.) The 2022 Amendments address emerging technologies, providing updated rules for commercial transactions involving vir- tual currencies, distributed ledger technologies (including blockchain), artificial intelligence, and

other technological developments. The amendments span almost every article of the UCC and add a new Article 12 addressing certain types of digital assets defined as “Controllable Electronic Rec- ords” (CERs). The amendments provide new default rules to govern transactions involving these new technologies and clarify the UCC’s applicability to mixed transactions involving both goods and services. The amendments also contain some miscellaneous revisions unrelated to technologi- cal developments but providing needed clarification.
Following approval of the 2022 Amendments by the ALI and the ULC at their respective 2022 annual meetings, Sullivan was appointed to an ad hoc Enactment Committee to promote and assist in the adoption of the 2022 Amendments by the states. Indiana adopted the 2023 Amend- ments during its 2023 legislative session and, on July 1, 2023, Indiana became the first state in which the 2022 Amendments took effect. Sullivan received a citation at the 2023 annual meeting of the ULC for his work in connection with enactment of the 2022 Amendments in Indiana.
8. Indianapolis Civilian Police Merit Board.
In January, 2019, Sullivan was appointed to the Indianapolis Civilian Police Merit Board by Mayor Joe Hogsett and was subsequently elected President of the Board by his fellow members. He served through April, 2023. The Board has broad responsibility over the hiring, training, pro- motion, and discipline of members of the Indianapolis Metropolitan Police Department. First, the Board establishes the classification of ranks, grades, and positions for members of and approves the training, education, experience, and other qualifications required of each such rank, grade, and position. Second, the Board establishes the rules and regulations governing the discipline of mem- bers of the department, including the policies for use in all disciplinary matters. Third, if in a dis- ciplinary matter the Chief of Police suspends an officer for more than ten days or demotes an officer in rank, the officer may appeal the discipline to the Board; and if in a disciplinary matter the Chief determines that an officer should be discharged, the Chief must first recommend the discharge to the Board. The Board addresses all such appeals and recommendations by conducting an adminis- trative hearing and reducing its findings and decision to writing which decision may affirm, par- tially affirm, or reverse the determination of the Chief.
The Board exists pursuant to a municipal ordinance authorized by state law and consists of seven members, four of whom are appointed by the mayor, two elected by the active members of the Indianapolis Police Department, and one appointed by the city council.
9. Indiana Business Entity Harmonization Project.
Sullivan chaired a task force of the Indiana Business Law Survey Commission that recom- mended to the Indiana General Assembly changes to the state’s five business entity statutes. The Legislature adopted the recommendations, and they were signed into law on April 21, 2017, by Gov. Eric Holcomb.
The new act consolidates in a single place in the Indiana Code and harmonizes certain administrative provisions and provisions governing transactions involving business corporations, limited liability partnerships, limited partnerships, non-profit corporations, and limited liability companies.
Called the “most far-reaching revision of Indiana business laws in more than two decades” by Indiana Secretary of State Connie Lawson, the legislation received unanimous votes at every stage of the legislative process. It takes provisions on business filings, names, registered agents, foreign entities, and administrative dissolution from five different current laws, makes them iden- tical to each other to the extent possible, and places them in a single location in the Indiana Code. A second part of the legislation also consolidates into a single location and makes consistent pro- visions governing business mergers, interest exchanges, conversions, and domestications. Provi- sions of prior law affected by these changes were repealed.

The new legislation is based on two model statutes developed by the Uniform Law Com- mission, a national organization that provides states with non-partisan legislation that brings clarity and stability to critical areas state statutory law. Indiana is an active participant in the Uniform Law Commission and has adopted many other statutes provided by the Commission. Sullivan is a Com- missioner from Indiana to the Uniform Law Commission.
The Business Law Survey Commission, of which Sullivan is vice-chair, is a body estab- lished by law to advise the Legislature on amendments to existing business laws and to recommend new legislation regarding Indiana’s business statutes. Following enactment of the new statute, the Commission promulgated “Official Comments to Uniform Business Organizations Administrative Provisions Act (Ind. Code § 23-0.5) and Uniform Business Organization Transactions Act Ind. Code § 23-0.6)” on June 17, 2019. Sullivan was the chair of the subcommittee that drafted the Comments. They are published on the website of the Indiana Secretary of State.
10. American Law Institute Legal Reform Projects.
Sullivan is a member of the American Law Institute (ALI), an organization of judges, law- yers, and law professors and previously chaired its Membership Regional Advisory Group for Ken- tucky, Ohio, and Indiana.
The ALI publishes two types of materials: “Restatements of the Law” and “Principles of the Law.” “Restatements” are addressed to courts; they aim at clear formulations of common law and its statutory elements or variations and reflect the law as it presently stands or might appropri- ately be stated by a court. “Principles” are primarily addressed to legislatures, administrative agen- cies, or private actors; they may suggest best practices for these institutions. Each such project is headed by a “Reporter.” The Reporter is assisted by a small group of “Advisers,” practitioners, judges, and scholars selected by the Director for their particular knowledge and experience of the subject or the special perspective they are able to provide.
Sullivan has served as an Adviser to three completed ALI projects:
a. Principles of the Law: Policing. This project tackled some of the hardest questions where legislatures and police are most in need of guidance such as principles on search and seizure, police encounters, use of force, evidence gathering, and police ques- tioning. The project received final approval by the ALI membership in 2022.
b. Restatement Third, Torts: Liability for Economic Harm. This project fo- cused on torts that involve economic loss, or pecuniary harm not resulting from physical harm or physical contact to a person or property. The project updated coverage of eco- nomic torts in Restatement Second, Torts and addressed some topics not covered in prior Restatements.
c. Principles of Election Law: Resolution of Election Disputes. This project addressed (a) principles, rules, and procedures applicable to recounts and the resolutions of disputes over the counting of ballots after they have been cast and (b) rules for “non- precinct voting” – the casting of ballots by means other than the traditional polling place on election day. The project received final approval by the ALI membership in 2017.
11. Ditchley Foundation.
Sullivan was an active participant from 1996 to 2010 in a unique conference program spon- sored by the United Kingdom-based Ditchley Foundation. Small select groups of no more than 40 men and women are brought together, by invitation, from senior levels in the worlds of politics, business and industry, academic life, the civil service, the armed forces, and the media. Conference subjects are chosen in response to new international challenges arising from issues of concern to democratic societies.

Sullivan participated in Ditchley conferences on: (1) The condition of International Law (2010); (2) Prisons policy: rehabilitation, health and drugs (2008); (3) Britain’s constitutional fu- ture: can a United Kingdom survive? (2005); (4) Solutions To New Global Challenges: Thinking the Unthinkable (2002); (5) Devolution and Subsidiarity: Relationships between Central and Next- Lower Levels of National Government (2000); (6) The Role of the Family in Public Policy (1999);
(7) Social Justice in National Economies: Tensions between Social Priorities and Market Pressure, (1998); (8) Social justice and the relief of poverty in the global economy: tensions between social priorities and market pressures (1997); and (9) Preventing Youth Crime (1996).
Sullivan is a former member of the Board of Directors of the American Ditchley Founda- tion, the United States affiliate of the Ditchley Foundation.
