C. You will receive credit for courses if you earn a 2.0, “C,” or equivalent in a class at your institution.  If the course is Pass/Fail, then the law school must certify that a pass is equivalent to a “C” or higher.

D. A credit transfer fee of 65% is assessed to any credits transferred in by an Indiana University Robert H. McKinney School of Law student visiting away.  Please see Student Handbook for more details about visiting away credit transfer fee.
